He also announced that this was the
first official Regular Board Meeting for 2009/10 with the newly
elected Board Members. He stated there was a change in the Agenda.

Public Communication

Catherine Culhane, Lakeview resident and parent, thanked the
Lakeview Family, Board and staff, for their participation in the special
request from the Carey Family during the winter break. She also read a
letter from St. John Hospice which thanked Lakeview for responding to
the Carey family’s request on behalf of the father and son.

Board of Education and Administration Comments

Daniel Dombrowski extended condolences to the Carey Family on the
passing of Mr. Carey. He thanked Catherine Culhane for her role in
organizing the student’s recognition on such short notice.
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Donald Wheaton stated he was gratefiil to be a part of the recognition
for Scott Carey, senior. He also extended a thank you to Mr, Brent Case
for his role in making this a special moment for the family.

Superintendent Karl Paulson informed the Board that the District
submitted the modified Race to the Top Memorandum of Understanding
to the state today, January 12,

Mr. Dombrowski explained to the audience that the state wanted a
signed contract for Race to the Top before details were completed.

Mr. Paulson informed the Board that the District is close to completion
on bond projects. The District will host a grand opening on Tuesday,
February 23, 2010, at 6:30 PM prior to the start of the Board Meeting
(7:30 PM) in the newly renovated high school cafeteria.

He shared positive news from the Curriculum Department and Lakeview
High School who will be receiving the Regional Assistance Grant. He .
congratulated Assistant Superintendent Tracy VanPeeren and the high
school staff for their work on qualifying for this grant money.

He reported that the high school staff and administration is currently
working on advance placement sequencing,.

He confirmed that state will not cut $127 per pupil from the state
funding for the 2009/10 school year; but shared that the state has
confirmed that districts will probably face several hundreds of dollars in
cuts for the 2010/11 school year.

Michael McCain shared information he received at a recent meeting
regarding what schools will be facing financially after 2010.

Donald Wheaton asked if Oakland County’s Potential Fall-Out
presentation could be linked on our website.

Philip Thomas stated that the District needs to keep our goals in front of
us and emphasis the secret of Lakeview’s success.

Assistant Superintendent Tracy VanPeeren informed the Board that the
District is completing Phase II — Bond Security projects. Jefferson
Middle School and Lakeview High School are operating with the new
secure entrances and the secure entrances will be implemented at the
elementaries and administration building on January 25, 2010.

Mr. Paulson informed the Board that a computer bid will be going out
for laptops for elementary computers and for Jefferson Middle School
and Lakeview High School computer labs.
