For 2010-2011, Harmon Elementary School made Adequate Yearly Progress 
(AYP) in English language arts and mathematics.  While we are pleased to 
have reached this important goal, we are continuously working to improve.  
We appreciate the continued support of parents, staff and our community in 
this effort. 
 
 
Students are assigned to Harmon Elementary School if they reside in the 
Lakeview Public Schools’ boundaries.  Students may also attend through the 
Schools of Choice opportunity. All students must meet the academic criteria 
for placement in kindergarten through fifth grade.  Schools of Choice 
students must live in Macomb County, have an incident free two year 
discipline record, and apply within the Schools of Choice application window. 
Harmon Elementary School staff members and Building School Improvement 
Committee finalized our school Improvement Plan during the 08-09 school 
year.  This plan was implemented during the 2009 – 2010 school year. 
Analysis, revisions, and continued implementation occurred during the 2010-
2011 school year.  Monitoring of student achievement data such as MEAP, 
NWEA, and students’ performance on local assessments will guide the staff of 
Harmon and the Building School Improvement Committee to determine if the 
strategies implemented are effective and appropriate. These assessments are 
aligned to the standards and benchmarks, Grade Level Content Expectations.
