Assessments are worth 80% and daily work 20% of their overall
grade.

= Each quarter is worth 23% of their final grade and their final exam in worth 8% of their
final grade.

Homework:

» Students will receive a weekly skills packet each Monday that is due the following
Monday. They will also receive lesson reflections that should be completed by the
assigned due date.

» Late work will not be accepted. Students will be given a weekly homework check that
counts as their homework grade for the week. Failure to complete work as it is assigned
will result in poor homework check scores.

» Grading and homework policies may be flexed to meet special needs.
